If I pre-registered for the Rally, where can I get my registration information? 
 
All information will be given to you at the Registration Booth which will be located 
in Hall 3 of America’s Center. You will receive a Rally for the Mission bracelet 
which will be admittance to the Rally and will also be proof of donation.  
 
When does the Rally for the Mission actually start? 
 
Saturday morning – August 11, 2012:

• Worried about rain or heat? No need to be, the Rally for the Mission will be indoors – Hall 5! 
• Concerns about standing for hours? Have a seat!

• Teams should start assembling beforehand to be ready at 7:45 a.m.  
• Judges will preview teams during this time to see what “Rally for the Mission” means to them.

Note: ALL Conference venues — including shake stations, sales aids, products sales and registration — will be 
CLOSED during the Rally for the Mission and will reopen during the Saturday lunch break. 
 
Can I register for the Rally once I get to International Conference? 
 
YES! Once you arrive at Conference, you will have from Noon on Thursday until 6:00 p.m. on Friday to complete the 
following: 
 

• Check in at Registration. Everything you need will be located there, including your 2012 Rally for the Mission 
admission bracelet. 

• Pay your tax-deductible $20 registration fee. 
 

How will my team be judged for the Rally for the Mission Award? 
 
Please note that there is limited time on Saturday morning. To ensure a fun time for all, please help us prepare 
for the morning by PRE-REGISTERING with the following information: 
 

• PRIOR to Conference, pre-register your team name, state, contact person and special instructions to 
Courtney Colombo, RKF Marketing Coordinator, at ccolombo@relivinc.com. If specific music is needed, your 
team is responsible for bringing it to the Kalogris Booth by 2:00 p.m. on Friday. Music MUST be in digital form 
(iPod or flash drive). It can be picked up immediately following the Rally.  
 

• In order to guarantee time on stage and any specific music played, teams MUST be pre-registered and 
music MUST be turned in no later than Friday, August 10 at 2:00 p.m. (Kalogris Booth). 

 

• Please note there is a TWO MINUTE MAXIMUM allotted for each team to perform. There will be no 
exceptions on this time limit.  
 

• Each team member of 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams will be presented their awards on stage.
